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Talent Showcase Recruiting Events

The AVCA Girls’ Talent Showcase is a recruiting event developed for coaches
attending the AVCA Convention. Uncommitted and unsigned female high
school student-athletes as well as junior college players will be invited to
participate.

The event will consist of three waves of athletes with each wave being 105-
minutes. The first wave will begin at 12:30 p.m. with the final wave finishing at
5:45 p.m. on Saturday, Dec. 20. The Talent Showcase will take place in Hall D of
the Kansas City Convention Center.

The NCAA has granted an exemption for coaches to participate in one
recruiting event over NCAA Championship weekend.

The AVCA Boys’ Talent Showcase is a recruiting event developed for coaches
attending the AVCA Convention. Uncommitted and unsigned male high school
student-athletes as well as junior college players will be invited to participate.

The event will consist of one wave of athletes which will be held from 10 a.m. —
Noon on Saturday, Dec. 20 in Hall D of the Kansas City Convention Center.
